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Abstract:
The abstract must include the following structure in 150 words:
The purpose: The aim of this study is… (=What is the objective of the study?)
Methodology: the approach of this study is … (=How you did the study?)
Results: The finding of your study shows that … (=what is the study finding?)
Originality: Describe the value of your results… (=How your study is important)
Keywords: first word, second, third ……………..…last word (The 5 and more keywords must be in alphabetical order)
Text
The entire document should be 1.5 spaced and must contain page numbers in order to facilitate the review process. The manuscript should be written using Word program.  The manuscript should be in length between minimum of 3500 words and maximum 8000. The manuscript length includes only the main body and citations, and excludes abstract, figure and table captions, author’s testimony, acknowledgments and references.
Sections
The manuscript should be organized by headings and subheadings. You may insert up to 3 heading levels into your manuscript (i.e.,: 1.1.3. Heading Title).
1. Introduction (Times New Roman, size 12, interline 1.15; 500-1000 words) 
The introduction should briefly synchronize the reserch in a broad context; it is the opportunity to convine the target audience to read on. The researchers must explain the essence and purposes of the research, summerize the background of the research topic, determine the research gap, and formulate the problematic accurately. In the end of the introduction, the researchers should concise the methodology used, explaine the relevance and significance of the research, and highlight the structure of the paper.
(The introduction elements must be placed in the form of paragraphs without headings).
2. Literature review (Times New Roman, size 12, interline 1.15; 1300-2500 words)
A literature review is the landscape of the research model, deal with a comprehensive review of previous research on a specific research topic. The literature review summary scholarly publications and sources related to a particular area of research.  It is important to emphasize the unresolved research gap in this study in order to incorporate the paper in the structured knowledge of the topic in question.
In this section, the researchers should identify, describe, summarize, and objectively assess the significant previous research relevant to the topic.  The researchers should conceive a solid theorical buckground to explain and conceptualise research model, to consolidate the arguments, and to develop the research hypotheses. The research hypotheses would be cited in end of the clarification in the literature review of each hypothesis. 

3. Methodology (Times New Roman, size 12, interline 1.15; at least 400-1000 words)
This section may have subheadings and should contain satisfactory details. For the field-experiment articles, the authors discuss and explain at least 1) methodology approach, 2) data collection and procedures, 3) and analysis methods used in the research. For the literature review articles, the methodology should explain the guidlines and process used for literature review. The authors should comprehensively describe and justify all the research design choices they made.
4. Result (Times New Roman, size 12, interline 1.15; 800-2500 words)
In the results section, the authors describes what the researchers found when they analyzed their data. The primary purpose of this section is to use the data collected to answer the research questions previously posed in the manuscript. The authers shoul use numbers and texts to describe the data fund relevant to both research questions and validity results.
Using figures and tables are required. The figures and tables must be written in a clear format and no color used (only if it is necessairy). Figures should be prepared in image format so that they can be adjusted.
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5. Conclusion (Times New Roman, size 12, interline 1.15; 500-1000 words)
The conclusions section should clearly explain the main results and implications of the work, highlighting its relevance to both knowledge and practice. Conclusion section is supposed to be written on creative wyays for all judgments and evaluations. Writen on paragraphs, the conclusion section includes mainly the following items:
· Explanation of the hypothesis if it is proved or not proved;
· Assessment of the results of research;
· What is the new contribution to knowledge?
· What is the research limitations;
· Guidelines to future research.
Authors contribution Statement
Authors are required to include a statement of responsibility in the manuscript, including all terms as CRediT author statement. For example:
First author contribute to: Conceptualization, Methodology, Funding acquisition...etc.
Second author contribute to: Conceptualization, Investigation, Visualization...etc.
Authors testimony
Authors should announce that:

· “This work hasn’t been published or presented before”
· “The results are presented honestly and without falsifiactaion and manipulation in data”.
· For the study includes people, state: “Informed consent was obtained from all subjects involved in the study”.
· “This research received no specific grant from any external funding agency”, or “This work was supported by…and …” in the case of the work was been supported by external funding.
All these statement should be attached in this document.
References
The manuscript must use more than 20 refrences of articles. Using more than 3 textbooks (Books) cause a desk rejection. 
The references must be written according to international bibliographic standards APA format. Citating the references in the text must be written in parentheses, and only the author's last name, year, and pages are mentioned as APA format guideline.
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
